A bright-eyed college grad named Princeton settles in 
AVENUE Q, the last affordable neighborhood in New 
York City, whose denizens include a diverse band of live 
characters and puppets as in an R-rated Sesame Street.

ABOUT THE PLAY  

The  musical AVENUE Q was conceived by Robert Lopez and Jeff Marx, who wrote the music 
and lyrics. The book by Jeff Whitty was largely inspired by and is in the style of Sesame Street 
and addresses what happens when the Sesame Street generation grows up.   How do these 
poor, young people find their calling, their place in the adult world and an affordable place to 
ƭƛǾŜ ǳƴǘƛƭ ǘƘŜȅ άƳŀƪŜ ƛǘΚέ  Most of the characters in the show, and all the leads, are puppets 
operated by actors onstage.  The set depicts tenements on a rundown street in New York City 
and both the live characters and puppet characters sing.   

The show was initially developed at the 2002 National Music Theatre Conference at the Eugene 
hΩbŜƛƭƭ ¢ƘŜŀǘŜǊ /ŜƴǘŜǊ ƛƴ ²ŀǘŜǊŦƻǊŘΣ /¢Φ It was then produced by and opened at the Off 
Broadway Vineyard Theatre in March 2003. The production then transferred to Broadway in 
July of the same year and eclipsed Wicked to win Tony Awards for Best Musical, Best Book and 
Best Score. The show was first to spawn a production in Las Vegas (2005) and to return Off 
Broadway following a hugely successful run that was extended four times and ended 
September 13, 2009 after six years and 2,534 performances. In addition to [ƻƴŘƻƴΩǎ ²Ŝǎǘ 9ƴŘΣ 
its international venues include Israel and Australia. It re-opened Off Broadway on October 9 at 

the New World Stages.   

Several characters are recognizably parodies of classic Sesame Street 
characters: the roommates Rod and Nicky are based on Bert and Ernie, 
while Trekkie Monster is based on Cookie Monster. However, the 
characters are in their twenties and thirties and face adult problems 
instead of those faced by children of varying ages, thus making the show 
more suited for the adults who grew up with and worked on Sesame 
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Preliminary Design by Howard C. Jones

comes from its contrast to Sesame Street, mainly due to the characters' use of profanity in their 
dialogue (both spoken and sung), and the songs concerning adult themes, such as sex and 
sexuality. A recurring theme is the central character's search for a "purpose." Also, since the 
release of the original cast recording of "The Internet Is for Porn," it has become particularly 
popular on websites such as YouTube.  

   

THE PLOT   

The slim story line of AVENUE Q  involves the aforementioned 
Princeton, a recent arrival on the rundown block who's searching for 
"purpose" even as he meets, loses, and hopes to re-enthrall Kate 
Monster. Although the details of the plot won't be provided here, he 
eventually finds his raison d'etre, becoming --without the script 
being explicit about it -- a fundraiser for a not-for-profit enterprise. 
As Princeton pursues and reaches the dual goals of satisfaction in 
work and love, others simultaneously search for various rewards. 
Rod, a closeted homosexual who loves show music, alienates his 
straight roommate Nicky and eventually reconciles with him. Brian, an unfulfilled comedian, 
and girlfriend Christmas Eve, a therapist with no clients, marry and squabble with underlying 
affection. Trekkie Monster does bah-humbug duty until just about the final fade-out and 
sounds very much like Sesame Street's Cookie Monster.

ABOUT THE CREATIVE TEAM  

ROBERT LOPEZ (Music and Lyrics, Original Concept, Animation Design) was awarded the 2004 
Tony Award for Best Score for AVENUE Q, which has been produced in New York, Vegas, 
London, Stockholm, Helsinki, and is now on tour! Lopez's musical version of Finding Nemo, co-
written with his wife Kristen Anderson-Lopez, is currently playing in Walt Disney World, and in 
2007, he co-wrote songs for a musical episode of NBC's "Scrubs." He and his brother Billy Lopez 
have written music for Nick Jr's "The Wonder 
Pets!" and Disney's "Johnny and the Sprites." 
Lopez is busy at work on lots of new projects. He 
grew up in Greenwich Village, graduated from 
Yale in 1997 (with a BA in English) and now lives 
in Brooklyn with his wife and daughter.  

   

JEFF MARX (Music and Lyrics, Original 
Concept) was a young lawyer looking for clients 
when he decided to leave law and become a 
songwriter. He met Lopez at the BMI Lehman 
Engel Musical Theatre Workshop and they 
brought almost every song they ever wrote 
together into the Workshop for feedback and critique. Marx 
says he is forever in debt to the BMI teachers and classmates, 
the AVENUE Q producers, Rick Lyon, Jason Moore, Jeff Whitty, Lopez, and all the amazing cast 
and crew over the years who helped turn the fun, dirty little musical romp into such an amazing 
group achievement. Marx is currently living in L.A. with his boyfriend and two puppies and is 
working on various new projects, and says that the best year of his life is documented in the 
film "Show Business: The Road to Broadway."   

   

JEFF WHITTY (Book) won the 2004 Tony Award for Best Book of a Musical 
for AVENUE Q. Plays include The Further Adventures of Hedda Gabler, The 
Hiding Place, The Plank Project, Suicide Weather, and Balls. Theaters 
presenting his work include the Atlantic Theater Company, Oregon 
Shakespeare Festival, South Coast Repertory, and the Eugene O'Neill 
Theater Center. Upcoming: Tales of the City: The Musical with music by 
Jake Shears and John Garden of the pop group Scissor Sisters, as well 
as Bring It On: The Musical with music by Tom Kitt, Amanda Green, and 
Lin-Manuel Miranda. As an actor, Jeff has appeared Off-Broadway, 
regionally, and in films and TV.

As just another confused guy with a BA in English, I found that 
!ǾŜƴǳŜ vΩs opening musical question immediately got my 
attention.  However, I quickly saw that Avenue Q had more 
ambitious goals than just solving my English-major malaise.  Like 
Sesame Street on steroids, the show sets out to celebrate - through 
every means possible including lots of loopy comedy ς that deep human drive to find in life, joy, 
romance, and, above all, a sense of purpose.  And, along the way, the delightful paradox of 
Avenue Q is that it finds its deepest humanity in the voice and presence of puppets. 
 
Ah, puppets....My first professional job in the theatre 
was working for a mad Hungarian puppeteer - and I 
learned right away that Europeans see puppets 
differently from most North Americans.  The stories 
they tell and the way they act with puppets are not 
just for kids (although they certainly are inclusive of 
younger audiences).  My Hungarian mentor made 
sure I knew that puppet characters had to act as 
truthfully and charismatically as human characters 
do.  And, in fact, this central idea - that puppets can 
have adult voices and concerns - lies behind all of the 
onstage work in Avenue Q.  The puppet characters 
ŀǊŜ όǇŜǊƘŀǇǎ ƛǊƻƴƛŎŀƭƭȅύ Ŧǳƭƭȅ άŦƭŜǎƘŜŘ ƻǳǘέ - enabling 
a rich and theatrical onstage storytelling that 
becomes even more compelling as we are able to 
view the puppeteers simultaneously emoting beside 
their diminutive counterparts. 
 
Avenue Q ultimately becomes downright irresistible because it makes use of all the great 
collaborative elements that are native to the theatre - music, movement, voice, dance, acting, 
design, and storytelling - and it does it on multiple levels (both in a large and a small scale).  It 
can be saucy, silly, and surprising - and beneath its mischievous spirit and contemporary love 
stories, there is a big heart and a subversive plea for generosity, compassion and tolerance in 
the world.  BA in English or not, I hope you will find a gentle lesson in the diverse, outlying 
neighborhood that is Avenue Q that will help you make sense of it all (at least, for now). 
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Gary Coleman (February 8, 

1968 ï May 28, 2010) was 

only 10 when he became a 

child star on the TV sitcom 

Diffôrent Strokes.   

He played Arnold Jackson, a cute and 

mischievous black child adopted by a 

wealthy white Manhattan family.  The 

show ran from 1978-1986 and marked 

the high point of Colemanôs career.  

After the show was cancelled, Coleman 

became something of a Hollywood 

casualty.  He sued his parents for 

squandering his fortune and was unable 

to find a steady stream of acting work.  

Coleman never grew taller than 4ô8ò 

due to a congenital kidney condition. 

His short stature made him difficult to 

cast and during his lean years, he had 

run-ins with the law and battles with 

depression.  He made a symbolic run 

for governor of California in 2003.  

Coleman died this year as the result of 

a fall.

Engrish, engaged to Brian. Has no clients because it is 
implied that she gives poor advice; however, she 
serendipitously helps several characters throughout 
the show.  
 

Gary Coleman    
Television's Gary Coleman, a washed up former child 
star. The building superintendent.  

 

The Bad Idea Bears  

Two Care Bear Care-like characters, who function as 
shoulder devils. They use their seemingly innocent 
charm to manipulate people into giving in to their 
desires. They later end up converting to Scientology.  
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Trekkie Monster   
A Cookie Monster-parody, addicted to Internet porn instead of cookies. It is later revealed that 
he has acquired large sums of money from investing in pornography. 
  

Lucy the Slut  
A sexy, promiscuous night club singer. She seduces Princeton and subsequently leaves him, and 
in the process is sent to the hospital after Kate unintentionally drops a penny on her head from 
the top of the Empire State Building. She later becomes a born-again Christian and reaffirms 
her chastity. 
  

Mrs. Thistletwat  
Kate's unpleasant, racist boss and kindergarten teacher.  

 

Newcomer  
A fresh-faced college graduate.  
 

Ricky  
A gay, muscle-bound hunk who looks exactly like Nicky. At the end of the show Nicky introduces 
him to Rod, who instantly falls in love with him.

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SESAME STREET: A Celebration ï 40 Years of Life on the Street  

Editor Betsy Loredo digs through a treasure trove of Sesame Street history!  

Once upon a time, there was a street called Sesame.  

How do you write a book about Sesame Street? Where do you start? With 40 years of Sesame 
Street history behind you and a blank page in front of you, where would you begin? You might 
say: Simple. Begin at the beginning. Okay, but where exactly is that? Where would you begin 
your life story? On your birth date? Well, for Sesame Street that might be November 10, 1969, 
the day the show first aired, blinking to life on public television stations nationwide.  

Then again, that isn't really the beginning of its story, not by a long shot. After all, shouldn't you 
really start your life story with the moment your parents first met, when the possibility of you 
first emerged? In the case of Sesame Street, that would mean starting with Joan Ganz Cooney, 
then a documentary filmmaker for public television, and Lloyd Morrisett, head of philanthropic 
Carnegie Corporation - the two founders and birth 
parents of Sesame Street. So maybe it all began 
when Lloyd first popped the question to Joan in 
1966: "Can television be used to teach children?" Or 
with Joan's response after months of research with 
teachers and kids: "The Potential Uses of Television," 
a document containing the entire essential DNA for 
Sesame Street.  

Then again, for many Muppet-loving fans, the story 
of Sesame Street should probably begin with the 
morning Jim Henson, puppeteer and brilliant 
filmmaker, first showed up, scaring the bejesus out 
of Joan with his radical hippie get-up and then focus squarely on the merry band of Muppeteers 
he assembled over the years. But for music aficionados, maybe it starts when composer Joe 
Raposo struck the familiar first note of that iconic "sunny day" theme song? Or how about 
starting the stroll down memory lane with the moment friendly neighbors Bob, and Susan, 
Gordon and Mr. Hooper first strolled down the block that November morning? But then, what 
about all the people in the neighborhood you never got to meet as kids, the writers and crew 
behind the cameras? What about them?
